IAMIC IMPACT SOCIETY BYLAWS

ARTICLE I --- NAME AND LOCATION OF THE ORGANIZATION
The name of the organization shall be the Impact Society of the Illinois Association of Mutual Insurance Companies (“IAMIC”), hereafter called the Impact Society, located at the home office of IAMIC.

ARTICLE II --- PURPOSE AND MISSION STATEMENT
The mission of the Impact Society shall be to promote excellence and professionalism in the IAMIC membership, to recognize individuals who demonstrate educational attainment, service, or contributions to IAMIC and the insurance industry.

 

ARTICLE III --- MEMBERSHIP
The Impact Society shall be an organization duly chartered by IAMIC consisting of individuals associated with IAMIC Voting Member or Associate Member companies, who have distinguished themselves by qualifying for Impact Society membership.
Applications for membership shall be verified by the IAMIC Executive Director and the Impact Society Chairman. Membership is open to active IAMIC Voting Members or Associate Members. Members shall be entitled to vote, and may serve as officers or serve on committees and task forces. The IAMIC Executive Director shall be an ex officio member of the Impact Society.

ARTICLE IV --- OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES
Officers of the Impact Society, including Chairman and Secretary, shall be chosen annually from the membership at the Annual Meeting. The Chairman shall preside at all meetings of the members and shall perform the usual duties incidental to this office, including the appointment of any committees or task forces. Vacancies which may occur for any reason between Annual Meetings shall be filled by a majority vote of the membership.  

ARTICLE V --- ANNUAL MEETINGS
There shall be an Annual Meeting of the Impact Society to coincide with the IAMIC Annual Convention.  This meeting shall be in the form of an Impact Society Breakfast, sponsored by IAMIC.

ARTICLE VI --- DUES AND CONTINUED MEMBERSHIP
There shall be no dues for membership. Continuation of membership shall be automatic without requirement of new appointment or vote but shall require the continued association with IAMIC.

ARTICLE VII --- INDEMIFICATION              

    Indemnification shall be provided in Article VIII of the IAMIC Bylaws. 

ARTICLE VII --- AMENDMENTS
The Bylaws may be changed or amended by a two-thirds majority vote of the members in attendance at the Annual Meeting.  Changes or amendments may be submitted by individual members for consideration by the membership.  These changes or amendments must be submitted to the Chairman 30 days prior to the Annual Meeting.
