The Illinois Association of Mutual Insurance Companies (IAMIC) will present an IAMIC Impact Designation to each individual who meets the following qualification standards.  This award will be presented only once to a qualified individual.  The Impact Society was designed to recognize individuals associated with IAMIC for their dedication to the mutual insurance industry, their community and the association.

Applicants must be affiliated with members of IAMIC. Any company staff person, director or agent in good standing may qualify. A required accumulation of sixty points by each individual is required. Point accumulation is limited to activities occurring during a five-year period. Each category is counted only one time and a minimum of twenty points per category is required. Emphasis is placed on the applicant’s dedication to ongoing education, legislative activity and industry image.
